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Minister of Transport Arkhom Termpittayapaisith revealed the progress of 20-mega project 

infrastructure investment under the government’s economic stimulus measures that al projects are 

still in the pan and confident that it will be able to open the bidding  process by 2016. The projects 

that have already proposed to the Cabinet include 132-km dual-track railway (Map Ka Bao-

Chumthang Jira) with a budget of 19,853.15 million baht after EIA approval and 167-km dual-track 

railway (Prachuabkirikhan-Chumporn) with a financial amount of 17,290.63 million baht to propose 

to the Cabinet later on. The PPP Fast Track projects including the 56.7-billion-baht Pink Line (Khae 

Rai-Min Buri) and the 54.7-billion-baht Yellow Line (Lat Phrao-Samrong) have already proposed to 

the State Enterprise Policy Office (SEPO). It is expected that SEPO will later propose to the PPP 

Board and the Cabinet to consider in this February and later go to the bidding process and take 

about 5-6 months to prepare TOR and then open for bidding.
