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Regarding an article containing the questions ‘The Pink Line is built for whom, exactly? Is It really 
necessary?’ by Dr. Sopon Pornchokchai , Mass Rapid Transit Authority of Thailand or MRTA clarifies 
that The Pink Line connecting Khae Rai and Min Buri is a project under the Mass Rapid Transit 
Master Plan in Bangkok Metropolitan Region (M-MAP). The new route is planned to be a feeder line. 
A feeder line is a peripheral route or branch in a network, which connects smaller or more remote 
nodes with a route or branch carrying heavier traffic. The Pink Line will help connect people living in 
Ramintra and Chaengwattana areas with the major public transport. The monorail line will be 
connected to other lines including the Purple Line’s Bang Yai – Bang Sue section at Nonthaburi 
Government Center Station, the Red Line’s Bang Sue-Rangsit section at Lak Si Station, the Green 
Line’s Mo Chit-Saphan Mai-Kukot section at Wat Phra Si Maha That Station, and the Orange Line’s 

Thailand Cultural Center-Min Buri section at Min Buri Station.
