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Regarding the 2/2016 Public-Private Partnership (PPP) Policy Committee's meeting, chaired by 
Deputy Prime Minister Somkid Jatusripitak, the PPP Committee has approved in the principle for the 
Mass Rapid Transit Authority of Thailand (MRTA) to build the Pink Line connecting (Khae Rai-Min 
Buri) for 56,691 million baht and the Yellow Line (Ladprao-Samrong) for 54,644 million baht. The two 
lines will be monorail system. The government will be responsible for land expropriation fee, while the 
private sector will invest in civil engineering work, electrical systems, train procurement, project 
consultancy fee, service operation and the maintenance center. PPP period is set for 30 years. The 
PPP Committee had also assigned MRTA to adjust budget ceiling to match with the current situation 
in a bid to further save state subsidy before submitting to the cabinet in March for its approval of the 

projects and budgeting plan, as well as budget for land expropriation.
